• Linked to mitigation goal

• No $$ goal

• How will progress be measured?

• Enhancing action: Information & knowledge 

• Adaptation planning shall be done by *all*

• Adaptation communications: Submit and 

update priorities, needs, actions every 5 years 

• Review adequacy of support 

• Financial support: balance, grant-based
